Fluency = Understanding = Enjoyment!

Fluency is the ability to read with speed, accuracy and expression. '
To be able to understand what they read, children must be able

to read fluently whether they are reading aloud or silently. If
children don’t understand the text, they aren’t going to enjoy it.
Fluency is important for motivation; children who find reading
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laborious tend not to want to read! :

When reading aloud, fluent readers read in phrases. They pause at full
stops and commas, and their reading is smooth and has expression.

Children who do not read with fluency:

e May sound choppy and awkward. They. read. every. word. like.
this.

e May read automatically and with little stumbling, but they
readlikethiswithoutabreath

e May trip over words. To them, reading is awkward and painful. i
e May start and stop a lot as they decode words

Children who don't read with expression may have difficulty with
decoding skills or may just need more practice with speed and
smoothness in reading.
